2. Modify the SiS Script screen (below) as follows:

- Before the PROC FREQ line (or PROC UNIVARIATE if doing univariate), add:
DATA TEMP; SET; IF ULC='UOUSAA' OR UIC='UOUSAA';
2dd more (or fever) UICs if needed, alvays end each line with semi-colon.

Notes:

· The codes for UICs are case sensitive and therefore must be UPPERCASE (within the quotes).  Other words are not case sensitive.

· The example above shows two UICs being selected.  

· To select just one, remove the second UIC and place a semicolon after the first one:

IF UIC=’WOU6AA’;

· To select more than two, remove the semicolon and continue the sequence, but always end the sentence with a semicolon:

IF UIC=’WOU6AA’ OR UIC=’WOU8AA’ OR UIC=’W4BSAA’ OR UIC=’W30FAA’;

· You can use as many lines as you need.

· You can also add selection by Org Structure Code (org code—JEJ):  ORG_STR=’xxx’;
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
