CECOM Conversion Spreadsheets

I noticed that CECOM added a new field to the end of the spreadsheet (New Adjusted Salary).  When building positions with KISS, please don't import the added field into the Access database.  Doing so will overwrite the null values for the New Sequence Number.

Also, I noted that CECOM added a new employee to the first line of some of the spreadsheets.  It's easy to spot because the dashes are missing from the SSN.  There are two problems with the new employees.  First, they won't import into the Access database because of an invalid field size somewhere in the data.  Second, they are missing data that is required for the position build.  Accordingly, you'll need to skip them when importing into the database.
