Hostile Fire Pay Processing in DCPDS using Imminent Danger Pay Element

1.  Imminent Danger Pay element records Danger Pay under DSSR 652g.  This allowance type will be used to document “Hostile Fire Pay” authorizations for employees at the Pentagon and the New York World Trade Center affected by the September 11, 2001 terrorist attacks.  

2.  Update for Hostile Fire Pay will be accomplished in People / Enter and Maintain / Assignment / Entries.  User will navigate to the entries screen shown below to begin the update process. 

3.  Effective date of the authorization is set by date tracking to the designated effective date before beginning the input process.  The authorization effective date will be reflected under the Effective Dates From column of the entry as reflected in the example below.  For further information about date tracking, please refer to the Modern DCPDS Users Guide, Module 1, Chapter 4.

4.   Click in the first unused Element Name line and select Imminent Danger Pay from the list of values.  If no unused Element Name line exists, click the GREEN PLUS at the top of the screen to add another line.  

5.  With the Imminent Danger Pay element selected, click the Entry Values button at the bottom of the screen to open the element DDF, shown below.  Complete the three fields with the specific information described. 
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	DATA NAME
	DESCRIPTION

	AMOUNT
	Enter the full monthly amount reflected in whole US dollars.  Those employees who are authorized more than one monthly amount, will have one entry processed with the total amount to be paid.  For example, if the monthly authorization is $150 and the employee is entitled to 3 months Hostile Fire Pay, the authorization input will reflect $450.

	LOCATION
	Specific location values are to be used for this incident.  Employees at the Pentagon will be identified with location 510000.  New York World Trade Center authorizations will reflect 360000.   

	LAST ACTION CODE
	INITIATE will be used for all entries for Hostile Fire Pay


6.  Instructions provided reflect that there should be only one entry of Hostile Fire Pay for each employee.  If, however, the amount input to the original authorization does not reflect all of the months authorized, the user will be required to create a second authorization.  Accomplish the additional authorization by processing a "modification" to the original entry.  To do this, date-track to the next effective date (effective date must be different than the original authorization), change the amount to the value yet to be authorized, change the Last Action Code to "MODIFY" and save the transaction.  DO NOT ATTEMPT TO CORRECT THE ORIGINAL AUTHORIZATION.
